 During my early years of high school, I was a three-sport athlete:  football; 
basketball and track.  The ñlure of lucreò led me away from track and to a part-time job, 
and soon I was only a two-sport guy.  Part of the equation may have been that one of 
my track events was hurdling, both low and high hurdles, and there is a fine art to 
getting the steps right between the hurdles, not to mention gliding over them as if they 
are not there.  When it comes to our spiritual lives and relationship with the Church, we 
sometimes encounter hurdles that need to be overcome with as much grace as 
possible.  On this Second Sunday of Lent, I want to encourage you, and any dear to 
you, who may have a hurdle impeding full access to Godôs grace in the sacraments to 
take at least one step in addressing the issue. 

 Many of us probably have family members or friends that have not been 
married in the Church; a recent family funeral reminded me of the complicated 
relationships some have.  It could be as simple as a couple choosing a destination 
wedding and not taking the necessary steps to have their marriage 
ñblessedò (canonical term is ñconvalidatedò) or recognized by the Church.  Some may 
have had a negative experience with a priest or other Church minister that prompted 
them to get married civilly or in another church setting; if so, I am truly sorry.  Others 
may have faced the heartache of a broken relationship through divorce and are now in 
a new relationship or marriage.  During this Jubilee of Mercy established by Pope 
Francis, some of the hurdles have been lowered or the process shortened so that 
ready access to the sacraments is more available.  If you find yourself in one of these 
or a similar situation, please contact me, another priest or a Church minister, who can 
clarify your situation and explain what is possible for you.  As we heard St. Paul 
proclaim on Ash Wednesday, ñbe reconciled to Godénow is a very acceptable timeé
now is the day of salvation.ò   

 Before closing, it might be good to review a few basics about divorce and 
remarriage:  Some people still think that a divorce prevents them from going to Church 
and receiving the sacraments.  Unless a person has entered another relationship or 
remarries, she or he is welcome to attend Mass and receive Communion and the other 
sacraments; in the Churchôs eyes, they are separated.  However, if a person remarries 
outside of the Church or is living in a ñmarriage-likeò situation, they can attend Mass, 
but may not receive Communion.  The annulment process is the Churchôs way to reach 
out to divorced persons and see if the obstacles to a sacramental marriage can be 
removed.  No, there is no cost involved.  Yes, it can be difficult at times.  However, it 
can also bring some resolution and allow for a new relationship to be deepened and 
develop.  Each situation is unique; please check to see what can be done.
