My mother, Herdis Rudd,  died this past weekend, Her Funeral Mass will be 
celebrated at St. Maryôs Catholic Church, Rock Valley, Iowa on Monday, June 5.  It 
will be her 100

th
 birthday.  During the week before she died, I had a chance to sit 

with her and my sister in her nursing home room. 

She loved to do daily crossword puzzles and word finds.  Many times I would visit 
her in her condo and it seemed that the only time she spoke to me was to ask me to 
help her finish a puzzle.  After she died, we found about two years of crossword 
puzzles in a drawer that she was saving to complete.

SPECIAL COLLECTION - The Basilica of the National Shrine of the Immaculate 
Conception in Washington, D.C. has taken on a prominent place in the life of 
American Catholics. As the site of many important events, the National Shrine is 
also a favorite place to visit when in Washington. As impressive as it is, the National 
Shrine is not quite complete. Like many of medieval cathedrals the decoration of the 
Basilica is an ongoing project. One of the final major pieces to complete is the Trinity 
Dome. The U.S. Bishops have approved a special collection to help fund the 
mosaics of the Trinity Dome. This dome is the central and largest of the National 
Shrine. The mosaic that will adorn the dome will depict the Most Holy Trinity, the 
Blessed Virgin Mary, and a procession of saints, all of whom have an association 
with the United States and the National Shrine. Bishop Quinn invites you to 
contribute to this effort through participating in a national collection which will take 
place in our diocese on Trinity Sunday, June 11. Catholics from all around the 
country will come together to make this possible. Thank you for being a part of this 
significant work of art through your contribution.
